We had three Fiddlers at

Westminster who had come with us. And I had. a dream shortly after that that October 1st

came and we started our seminary and those three students were the only students we had

in the seminary. But you know Dr. Brumhauh said. that he thought that if we had eight

students it would be quite all right to start.
