It is an exhortation

rather than a prediction.

In this connection we might note the parallel passae in the second chapter

of Isaiah. Isaiah uses words almost identical to those of )ttcsh, in him vision

of the coning )1tllennial Kingdom. In Verse 5 he closes the passage with the

words, 'O house of Jacob, cone ye, and let us talk in the iiht of the Lord."

Our ngiisb translation of Ih's statement permits no doubt that it is an

exhortation. )Ucab says the same thing in el&btly different words.

Sometimes there is a danger that vs will become so wrapped up in the joy of

icnowing God's wonderful plan that we will fail to stop and think of its rela.

tion to our lives. It is voadertul to know of the great things that Cod is

going to do in the future. But all of this is of no value to us unless it

lend. us to a greater loyalty and a move earnest consecration to Iim now.
