Here the Israelites came to this place , and
they went three days and they found no water. But the answer which they found in
this case is Binply;g;:‘ moved further. They moved on, they moved on and did find
water. And very often in our experience when we lack something that we badly need,
when we don?t find spiritual food, we need to move on to another place where we
can get it. Many a person who has been raised in a church where they had abundance

of spiritual food with a fine presentation of the Word of God Sunday after Sunday

has found the situation in the church gradually changing as people have come in/

trained

where they believed another gospel which is mot another, and people don't realize
what is wrong, but they are not gebting the spiritual food they need, they are not
getting the water of life, and ¥ they just stay there and stay there and stay there
and put up with it and then they wonder_uhy their children dont*t seem to have in-
terest in spiritual things and why their children are not growing. When we do not
have water, we can often simply solve ;ipgiy??ving on in our journey, simply by
going on to another place and so this is iﬁi;: first experience with water. They
found no water. But they moved forward, and they found it. I think we need to
realize that in so many experiences in life, we simply need to go further, we
need to move away from the place where there is no water. We must not get tied
to human situations so that we stay where there is not that which meets our need.
We must move on no matter what it costs.

Some years ago I used to go to colleges. Oné€Christian college in particular
I used to go and spend about a week there and talk with students. And?that time
fif¢ in that particular college there was £imd very fine Christian teaching in most
