And then he became greatly interested in the Lord's work and hé fhought, 0 that
time I wasted learning that mechanical draﬁing. What a waste‘of time. How much better

it would have been for me learning something I could use in the Lord*'s work. And then

he became Assistant pastor of a church and they built a ndw S.S. building.and he saved
thousands of dollars simply by the knowledge that he had of this”particular thing which
the Lord had/#{/¥#{ given him in preparation for the particular situation he would be in¢
We Can't tell where a sideline or a diff. course we follow for a brief time, and we find
it was £ mistakén,. It!'s not where should spend our whole life. We think it's all

wasted but it may not be. God may have had a certain definite purpose in it. God may

use it in a great way for his purposes later on. And so #s the Israelites saw the

pillar of cloud and the pillar of fire and knew that the Lord was leading them. we

_ should by faith see them too if we truly believe inChrist. And we should know that as
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He led them and brought them to the promised land he will lead us if - keep our ¥¢/
eyes on.Him..And we lshonld trf to rid ourselves of the { emotional involvements that
make it :di_fficult to make proper decisions: but to consider the relevant factors +to
trust the Lord and to go forward. Mnd we don!t know what the Lord's plan is. The Lord
may plan to have a grt. revival in this world. we may ‘have 100 yrs. of wonderful
gQSpel blessing ahead. And if it is -- if such a thing does come, there will be all

snrts of groups going in different directions and needing the guidance of those who

have studied the scriptures andknow how to understand the Lord's will and presant it.
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
