
John Bright is Cyrus H. McCormick Professor of Hebrew and Interpretation of
the OT at Union Theological Seminary in Virginia. On p.103 of his book
The Authority of the Old Teetament(1967):

Classical Welihausenism has vanished from the scene. To be sure,
the documentary hypothesis -which Welihausen adapted and perfected
but did not originate continues to command the acceptance of the
majority of scholars, albeit in a vastly modified form; and many
features of the work of that great scholar and his colleagues have
stood the test of time. But almost no one today would wish to
describe the history of Israel's religion in terms of an evolutionary
development in the realm of ethics and of religious ideas and in
stitutions, or would imagiie that its essential nature could even
remotely be grasped from the perspective.
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
