Damascus in order to hold back the oncoming Assyrisns is in the

reizgn of Shalmanizir III, the successor of Ashur-Nasirpal. The

conquest of Ashur-Nasirpal from whose words we have already quoted

gave an idea of.what might be expected from this powerful Assyrian
attak . The kings of the west composed their diffefences long
gnough'to mﬁet_ShalmanEEir and check his advance. In his account
of it, he mentions the names of Hadad-Idri of Damasous'and of Anab,
the Isréelite. It is very interesting to find Ahab who occurs so

prominently aé§% the stories of the time of Elijah mentioned on the

Asqyrlan inscriptions, even thoush the Eﬁble does not mention this
particular alliance and battle at Q ﬁ§Qar.

In his annals, Shalmanizir claims to have been victorious
but he did not vpress forward and attempt to subdue ‘the country'as ne
undoubtedly would have done if he had won a real V¥ictory against this
coalition.-
