In these activities it is essentlal that all relevant

factors be taken into account, I once lived! in a city which

‘was growing rapldly but where theve was an appalling lack of

careful planning. Frequently one would £ind revresentatives

. of the water department digging up & recently paved street in

order %o lay water mains beneath 1%. Anﬁhessential factur

- had been overlooked. In plaming our lives, it is viﬁal_

that we take into consideration all the factors of importance.
Omission of a primary factor may ecasily lead to dlsaster. The
verse with whiéh we began our mﬂditatioﬁ this morning péiﬁted
to such a.fﬁctor~~0ne gbtressed from the beginning to the'enﬂ
of the Bible. "Except the Lord build the house, they labour
in vain that build it." The power and control of God cannot

be left out of acecount, if we expeet to build a successful

~life, a family, 2 nation, or a world.

Our civilization has tended in recent years to become
gsecularized. It has become quite prevalent to leave God al-
together ouff of sccount in plamning our lives or in planning
