How God dealt with
great men in OT times. In just about every case they had
their eyes upon the unseen. They looked for a country. They
looked for a city that has foundations. They were pushing
forward to build up the body of Christ.

May God enable us, each one, to make our lives count
for building the body of Christ, for leading souls to know
Him and for helping them grow in grace. May he lead us
eachone to realize that even as we help others that we need
each to go back every day to the foundationsof our faith,
and make sure we are building everything upon what Christ
did for us when He gave His life. And that we know we are
trusting in nothing else but theblood of Christ for our
eternal salvation and going back to see whether God is
enabling us to make progress day by day in the knowledge of
the things that are unseen and in the relating to the im-
portance of temporary things that are seen.
