That even-
ing he preached again in the church and a great revival sprang
up -inmr-théat-echureh. Other churches heard of Jit. Moody went all
over England and Scotland preaching in different churches. One
of the greatest revivals in modern history came. 6God had had
His hand on this younc man for some time. We don't know what
would have happened without those women mpraying but who knows
how much theirprayers entered into the beginning of Moody's
great evangelistic work that had a tremendous influence on
England and America.
